Engineer, Volume 3, is filled with construction tips, illustrations of pop-up 

pages, and recommendations for tools and supplies. This volume also con-

tains a special section on how to produce a pop-up edition (more than a few 

copies) to use as event invitations or as gifts for friends and family.
